Overview of season 2001, on and off field – Paul Tinkler

· Disappointing was the finish to our season after finishing 2nd, loosing both finals

· Lack of numbers at training at the end of the season

· Off field, we were successful raising more revenue than any previous season. Particular success was the annual grand final party and raffle also the % memberships being paid in full was a great improvement

2002 Reviewed season finances –Detailed treasurers report available from Jamie Prescott

· Club Revenue for 2001 - $5867.00. Costs - $6167.95

· 2001 Milestone/Expenses – Purchase of New Jumpers, Shorts, Socks and footballs. Payment of outstanding debit for 2000 ($500.00). Purchase of club athletic/first aide supplies. Purchase of club T-shirts for training. League Fee Payment. Club donation to player trip

· Balance for 2002 approx $1115.86. New jumpers and balls not yet invoiced 

· 2002 dues to league May 1st - $750.00, June 1st -$750.00

· Importance of Sponsorship for 2002 early in season

· Paul Tinkler and Tino Riccio will contact Sports café for season sponsorship – goal $2000

· Season 2002 fee will increase to $120 including T-shirt or Hat. Student $100 including T shirt or Hat

· Outstanding fees owed from 2001 it was voted that players with out standing fees owing to the club cannot play until payment arrangement have been made with Treasurer

· Footy trip caused problems with guys changing arrangements, this year there will be a fixed cost regardless of arrangements

· It was agreed by all No Fee / No Play

OAFL Changes for 2002 – Reviewed by Paul Tinkler, Craig Stewart and Chris Ritchie

· OAFL meeting held Feb 15, 2002 important changes made

· Paul Tinkler expressed he was not happy that the Dingos opinions were not expressed, concerned that the Australian which have carried the league are being discarded

The changes for 2002 are: 

· A maximum of 22 players may be dressed for a game

· The classification of player is in 2 categories, Canadian or Non Canadian (Non Canadian are all people that were not born in Canada)

· A maximum of 6 non Canadian players can be on the field at one time

· A Maximum of 8 non Canadian players can be in the chosen 22

· A player must be dressed and be part of the chosen 22 to qualify as a game played

· A player must play a minimum of 5 games to qualify for the finals

· The league will be enforcing club fines for player not being correctly dressed

· The league will introduce an 8th club – Windsor/Detroit

· Windsor/Detroit will play all home games in Windsor, away games will be played in Hamilton

· Toronto clubs (Dingos)will have 2 games in Hamilton, 1 game in Windsor, 1 game in Guelph for the season

· Centennial Park will be only Ground used in Toronto in 2002, due to costs and scheduling of Humber and McLeary park

2002 Club Executive and Coaching staff nomination

· Paul Tinkler has stepped down as coach and President for 2002, due to work and family commitments, however will continue with the club as a player and in supporting roles

· Peter Gordon has advised that he is unable to fill an executive or coaching role as he is leaving prior to season start

· Chris Curtis “Big C’ advised that he is not available to be manager for many games

· Tino Riccio was voted in as new Dingos president for 2002, Paul Tinkler will work with him in Transition

· Jamie Prescott was elected for a 2nd term as treasurer.

· Craig Stewart was elected coach for season 2002

· Chris Ritchie was elected assistant coach for 2002, first Canadian in coaching role for dingos

· Stu Wallis will continue his excellent work of the past 4 season as communication, writing and distributing club news –

· Positions open – Vice President and Team Manager. Interested members please contact Tino Riccio

· Club captain role will be open with Chris Cunning be unavailable for many games due to work commitments. The club Captain role will be voted by all players prior to season start

· Website – Club was very happy with changes made to Website in 2001 by Tim Moller, suggestion was to put and chat window, were people could submit comments, to be viewed by all. 

Fundraising and Social Club

· Peter Gordon suggested that events were planned prior to season. 1 per month, with a different person responsible to organize

· Ideas were Punters Club, big success last year

· AFL grand final night, raffle, Dingos Calendar, Golf tournament, Poker Night, Dingos hats, Shirts (sold for profit)

Equipment Review

· During off-season the club purchased 30 new Cool Max jumpers, Shorts, and Socks. 8 new Sherrin brand footballs. The approximate cost (still to be invoiced) $2250.00

· Several players purchase their owe jumper, please pay Jamie outstanding fees

· Club will keep old jumper, shorts and sock for future teams. 

· Old footballs will be used or may be sold at a min cost to interested players

Training and Season Start

·  It was voted by all in attendance that Training would start Tuesday April 2nd at Rosedale Valley Reserve at 6.00pm

· Season schedule has not been released, season may commence start of May

· An International Super rules Carnival will be played in the first weekend in May in Toronto. The OAFL will enter a combined team of over 35 – some exceptions will be made for age 32 and older

· The season will consist of 14 games for each club
