Rules

Year 6, 7, 8 and 9 Competition
Playing Time

· Four periods of ten (10 minutes each)

· Intervals of 1 minute between the second (2) and fourth (4) periods

· Half time interval of 2 minutes between periods two (2) and three (3)

Period starting time

· The game timing device shall be started at the designated time for the start of the match

· Where a previous match has caused a delay in the game start times then the timing device shall be started two (2) minutes after the completion of the previous match.

· The subsequent periods timing shall start in accordance with the started playing times.

Period Timing

· Period one (1) the game clock DOES NOT stop for match infringements or time-outs in the last minute.

· Period two (2) the game clock does not stop for match infringements or time-outs for the first nine (9) minutes.  In the last minute the clock will stop for match infringements and time-outs.

· Period three (3) the game clock DOES NOT stop for match infringements or time-outs in the last minute.

· Period two (2) the game clock does not stop for match infringements or time-outs for the first nine (9) minutes.  In the last TWO (2) minutes the clock will stop for match infringements and time-outs.

Charge Time-Outs

· One (1) time out shall be available in each of the first three (3) periods and two (2) time-outs in the 4th period.

· Charge time-outs will be one (1) minute duration.

Eight Seconds

· A team must advance the ball into its front court within eight (8) seconds of establishing team control of the ball.

Team Fouls: Penalty

· The penalty situation in each period begins after the 4th player foul (i.e. on the 5th) charged to a team.

Minimum team numbers

· the game timing device will start as per the period starting times listed previously.

· A team may take the court to begin play when there are minimum of four (4) players ready to begin the match.

Player recorded on Match Sheet.
· All players must be recorded on the match score sheet before they take part in the match.  

· Team Lists including numbers to be forwarded with nomination where possible or at least a week prior to the tournament commencement date.
Players

·      Players may play in only one team 

·      Players may not be swapped from one team to another

Game forfeit

· A team shall be deemed to have forfeited the match after ten (10) minutes has elapsed on the game timing device and the team has insufficient players (4) to begin the match i.e. at the end of period one (1)

For and Against Rating Formula

Year 6, 7, 8 and 9 Competition
Should there be a requirement to decide on which team progresses and the win/loss ratio is not able to identify the team positions the following formula is used:
· Each team will have their game scores totaled to get a “FOR” score. 
· The same team will then have the scores against them totaled to get an “AGAINST” score. 
· The “FOR” score is then divided by the “AGAINST” to give the teams a “FOR and AGAINST” rating, regardless of the number of games played. 
· At the end of completing this formula for each team, the team with the highest “FOR and AGAINST” rating is considered the better team and will progress further in the tournament. 
· The “FOR and AGAINST” rating is rounded to 2 decimal places.
Should more than one position to progress be available the teams are simply selected from the top of the rated list after the calculations have been completed see example.

This formula can be used to split teams where a difference in the number of games played is an issue in regards to deciding which teams’ progress.
