Happy Birthday to Fiba Oceania

Last Month FIBA Oceania celebrated
its 44th anniversary. Let’s take a quick
look at how it all began.

In 1968, the Oceania Basketball Con-
federation — as it was then known —
had been several years in the making

thanks, in large part to Australian Al
Ramsay and the late Sir Lance Cross
from New Zealand.

In spite of only five countries from the
Pacific region being members of FIBA
at the time (Australia, New Zealand,
Tahiti, Papua New Guinea and Vanua-
tu), Ramsay and Cross believed in the
potential of uniting under a broader
Oceania organisation, including almost
20 basketball associations from the
South Pacific Sports Council, all of
them with active Basketball Associa-
tions.

Marks moves into Spurs executive role

New Zealand’s first ever NBA player
Sean Marks who played 11 seasons,
has been appointed as director of bas-
ketball operations for the San Antonio
Spurs, and general manager of D-
League affiliate the Austin Toros.

Only a year ago the San Antonio Spurs
started Marks on a front-office appren-

ticeship as a basketball operations as-

sistant.

Marks now is only behind General
Manager R C Buford and his No 2
Scott Layden in the front office pecking
order.

Rules Interpretations

Ball returned to the backcourt
(Art 30)

We have a number of refer-
ees confused about the back
court violation. This is largely
due to the fact that when
changes were made to the
rule in 2010, the interpreta-
tion that was published cen-
tered on the dribbler. In addi-
tion to that the rule with re-
gards to the ball being con-
sidered in the frontcourt is
actually found within the eight
seconds rule (Art 28.1.2) ra-
ther than the backcourt rule.

When a ball is returned to the
backcourt there are three
points that must happen for it
to be considered illegal:

1. The team must have
control of the live ball
2. A player from this

team must be the last to
touch the ball in the front
court

3. A player from this
team must be the first to
touch the ball in the team’s
backcourt.

If ALL three points do not
occur, then this is NOT a
back court violation.

We had previously been ad-
vised that during a dribble
from the backcourt to the
frontcourt, both feet of the
dribbler and the ball must be
fully in the frontcourt before
the ball is considered commit-
ted to the front court. When
not dribbling, the ball is not
considered to be in a team’s
frontcourt until the ball touch-
es or is legally touched by an
offensive player who has
both feet completely in con-
tact with their frontcourt. In
effect it is legal to receive a
pass from someone in your
backcourt whilst you are
straddling the center- line and
pass the ball back; or a play-
er can receive a pass from
someone in their backcourt,
in their backcourt, place one
foot in the front court, and
then return it to the back-
court. Remember the eight
second count does continue
until the ball is fully commit-
ted to the front court.
