Rules of the Modules

Entries close February 14 at 4.00pm, 2012.  No late entries will be accepted.
Ensure you get your entries in as there is limited team numbers due to number of grounds and time available at each venue.
Swarbrick Park will have a ground closed this is due to maintenance by the Hamilton City Council and this will reduce team numbers for term one, 2013.
Please note Playing Venues:
Monday module will be held at Flagstaff Park and Steele Park.
Thursday module will be held at Swarbrick Park.
Please note the closing date, and the start date of the Tuesday and Thursday modules.

Thursday module, with the large number of entries, priority will be given to the teams who played term 4, 2012 and to those who registered for both terms.  New teams who enter will be put on a waiting list in order of registration and then put into the draw if numbers permit.

Please ensure your entries are processed via email by the closing date. Please do not ring with your entries.

There will be no games on Thursday February 28 due to Touch New Zealand Nationals. Will look at this and revise and confirm with draw.
We will be introducing a weekly team registration process.
All teams will need to register at least 10 minutes prior to the start of your game.

This is to be done by a parent or teacher in charge of the team.

At the registration process we will be giving a score card to the first team registered and they are to be returned at the completion of the game.

Shoes: The wearing of shoes is compulsory for all players and we would encourage referees to have the appropriate footwear as well.

If players have no shoes they are not allowed to take part in the game.

The wearing of skins for games is also not permitted.  

We need your support teachers and parents who are in charge of the teams to ensure the rules of the module are adhered to.

We will again be doing field checks but we will be asking for those players with no shoes to be removed immediately from the game and not take any further part until shoes are worn.

If this means not enough players left for the game to carry on the game will be stopped.
Mixed touch: The rules state that there must be a minimum of 3 girls on the field at all times during the game.  Do not enter your team unless you can meet the correct playing ratio.
Please note when you are putting your team entries in that you have at least five girls in your team so you will have subs during the game.

If you cannot meet this ratio, you will need to enter your team in the boys division.
