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Community football is grass roots 
football. In the WRFL we are very 
proud of our grass roots football 
community, which is one of the 
largest in Victoria in terms of 

games each weekend. Our junior football competition 
covers over 85 games of football each Sunday, from 
Under 9s to Under 16s and multiple grades of each 
level. Whilst we also have 20 Division One Senior 
and Reserve grade games, 22 Division Two Senior 
and Reserve grade games and seven Under 18s 
games, totalling 49 games of ‘senior’ football. With 
134 games of football played every week in the 
WRFL, we require over 260 umpires each weekend, 
with around 150 younger umpires involved in junior 
football each Sunday.
It is from this group of younger umpires where we 
have been able to develop many of our current senior 
umpires in all three disciplines of field, boundary 
and goal umpires. When playing football, there is 
a pathway to play AFL, likewise umpiring in the 
WRFL can and has, led to AFL umpiring.  Currently 
the 2014 Victorian based AFL boundary umpires 
have five umpires out of the 18 boundary umpire 
panel (27%) who have started and learnt the skills 
in the WRFL. Troy Pannell is a senior field umpire 
whilst goal umpires David Dixon and Michael Craig 
are also WRFL graduates. 
The current WRFL senior field, boundary and goal 
umpire panels include umpires who have learnt their 
skills through the WRFL Umpires Academy program 

established in 2009. Shamus Dundon, Ryan Webster, 
Bernie O’Dwyer, Dean McGowan and Cameron 
Terrill are field umpires who are umpiring Division 
One and Two football. The boundary umpires 
include a very large list with Josh McMorrow being 
the stand out who has been selected to umpire in 
the Metro V Country Championship final in June, 
he also boundary umpired last year’s Division One 
Grand Final. Whilst in the goals we have a number 
of young umpires now umpiring in Division One and 
Two senior football on a regular basis.
The green shirt program is designed to recognise 
umpires in their first year of field umpiring. Whilst 
we have a number of first year umpires in the 
boundary and goal, they wear the traditional WRFL 
white uniforms as field umpires are the ones open 
to the greatest scrutiny from the spectators, so they 
wear green to indicate they are learning their skill. 
We are very fortunate in the WRFL that the football 
community fully supports the young green shirt 
umpires, and in fact all umpires, which in turn allows 
the game of football to further develop in our league. 
This weekend, as part of the AFL fixture, the focus 
is on community umpiring, however I would suggest 
it is just another weekend of great football in the 
WRFL and the umpiring group is just another team 
trying to do their best, like all teams in the WRFL.
Good luck to all teams in 2014, and enjoy the great 
game we are all involved in.

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Recently, the WRFL saw one of its long-serving 
goal umpires reach a very special milestone last 
Friday afternoon. While it was a day for the nation 
to remember its Anzacs past and present, for Paul 
Battaglia, it was also the day he adjudicated his 300th 
Division One Senior game between Sunshine and 
Werribee Districts. 
Easily recognised by his small stature and gentle 
nature, Paul is one of a mere few goal umpires to 
attest to such an achievement. Sharing his milestone 
match were fellow umpires Greg Denison, Adrian 
O’Donnell, Willie Watson (field), Shannessy Adams, 
Bianca Michetti and Lewis Spiker (boundary) and 
Brendan Moloney (goal).
On the eve of his milestone game, Paul said that he 
was proud of his achievements as a goal umpire. 
“I am extremely proud and feel privileged that at my 
age, I am still reasonably fit and healthy to continue 
umpiring,” he said. 
A modest man, Paul didn’t mention that while he 
had achieved his 300th division one senior match, 
he had also reached a number of other achievements 
throughout his career including umpiring no less than 
eight Division One Senior Grand Finals including the 
2013 blockbuster between Deer Park and Spotswood. 
Although associated with the league for nearly forty 
years, it is only since 1995 that Paul decided to venture 
into goal umpiring. 
For many years, Paul was a well-known face at the 
Kingsville Football Club which has now evolved into 
the Yarraville Seddon Eagles. There he performed 
many tasks that were needed to help out at the club, 
even playing a handful of games when the reserves 
team were short of players. Before donning the 
whites 19 years ago, Paul vividly remembers that 
he didn’t have much time for the umpires especially 
John Booker and John Shadlow. Yet at his first night 
of umpires’ training, Paul recalls his opinion fast 
changing after John Booker went out of his way to 
welcome him into the umpiring fraternity.
Now at the WRFL Umpires’ Association, Paul is seen 
doing many of the behind the scenes duties. When he 
is not out on the training track, he can be seen serving 
in the kitchen/bar area and can be regularly spotted 
stocking up the fridge as well as keeping the social and 
change rooms neat-just another time-consuming task 
he has willingly taken onboard.
It should also be pointed out that Paul is always ready 
and willing to help and encourage others. Whether at 
training or on a match day, he will offer assistance 
or advice to his fellow umpires, mentoring a number 

of young goal umpires from the Werribee Academy 
(MacKillop College) over the past five years.
On the same weekend that Paul was notching up his 
impressive game tally, one of the new young goal 
umpires from MacKillop was walking out to do his 
first game. Working with a mentor for three previous 
games this season, 14-year-old Tim Bertino teamed up 
with the goalies’ coach, Graeme Hodgart, to officiate 
the Altona v Yarraville Seddon Eagles under 18s game.  
Despite not being the best footballer, Tim decided to 
continue to be involved in the game he loved and sign 
up as a trainee goalie this year. A regular attendee at 
the MacKillop training sessions, Tim is keen to ask 
many questions and is learning quickly. While he 
realises that he still has a lot more to learn before he 
gets a chance to umpire senior football, Tim is inspired 
by Paul who is a great example of what hard work 
can achieve. No doubt, if Tim continues to work hard 
and has the passion for learning, he may one day be 
notching up his 300th milestone game in the future.

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How incredible would it be to have an AFL footballer 
at your child’s local footy training showing them how 
to kick the perfect drop punt? Or perhaps Stephanie 
Rice could be at the swimming pool, adjusting 
freestyle techniques? I know I would certainly 
love to have Adam Scott guiding me through my 
approach to the 18th on the fairway at Spotswood. 
Yet unfortunately, the gap between amateur and 
professional is one rarely crossed, the closest us 
mortals generally get to those true masters of their 
craft is a courtside seat or a lounge room chair.
The AFL though, is striving to at least narrow the gap, 
giving locals a taste of the top level. The ‘AFL Mates 
Program’ is into its ninth year, pairing some of the 
best 16-25 year old suburban umpires with those who 
have already made it to the AFL. The professionals 
will be on hand throughout the season to provide 
advice and guidance to their young charges.
Two of the Western Region Football League’s most 
talented young umpires in Ryan Webster and Dean 
McGowan were lucky enough to be given the chance 
to learn from one of the best in the business, AFL 
umpire Tristan Burgess. The duo will be paired with 
Tristan for the duration of the season, as he passes 
on tips and advice about one of the toughest jobs in 
football. 
Burgess will be in weekly contact with his young 
pupils while also taking them to AFL games and 
getting to the local footy to give first hand advice to 
Ryan and Dean. For Tristan, into his third season as 
an AFL umpire, the program provides a chance to 
give back.
“It’s absolutely fantastic for us to help out with the 
young umpires coming through,” he said. 
“We’re not there to coach, we’re just here to assist 
and help out with anything from the perspective of 
actual AFL umpires.”   
Through his mentoring role, Burgess wishes to 
imbue a sense of the commitment required to reach 
the highest level.
“It’s very important for us to be the best we can be, 
if you just don’t want something you’ll do the basics, 
but if you want to achieve something you’ll do as 
much as possible.”
One day, bouncing the ball on the biggest stage is the 
dream for MacKillop College Umpiring Academy

“It’s everyone’s big goal (AFL) but it feels out of 
reach, but the Mates Program might at least help get 
me into the VFL, that would be the main goal at the 
moment...just one step at a time,” he said.
Both are already seeing benefits from their initial 
discussions with Tristan, who has already imparted 
the importance of preparation and thoroughness, 
which Ryan believes is the key to improvement. 
“Just getting that mentality of planning before I go 
into a game and just getting my mindset right, not 
walking into a game and thinking alright I already 
know what to do, planning each time, improving 
each time and growing as an umpire,” he said. 
The AFL must be credited for instituting a program 
that can only see youngsters improve in what is one 
of the game’s toughest roles. It is hard to imagine 
anyone not learning extensive amounts from a 
professional- let alone two ambitious teenagers, 
passionate about their craft and willing to learn.

North Sunshine travel to 
Braybrook in a game that 
both clubs should fancy 
their chances in.
The standard of footy 
will be terrific as Manor 
Lakes battle Glen Orden in the game of the round. 
Wyndhamvale will be in for a battle travelling to North 
Footscray in a classic eight point game for two aspiring 
finalists.
A young Dragons side will see how they measure up against 
the league’s benchmark Parkside.
Tarneit hope things will be somewhat easier against a 
young Sharks side who will be favourites in a battle of two 
newcomers, while Laverton must improve if they hope to 
gain anything against an accomplished West Footscray 
outfit.

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No matter how long you have been involved in our great 
game, it is surprising how few people know the rules, 
or should I say, know all the rules well. Even those who 
have been following and attending football matches for 
a number of years still don’t know or understand all the 
rules.
And this is seen at all levels, not just grassroots. For 
example one experienced commentator calling a recent 
AFL match was clearly surprised when the ball bounced 
off one of the field umpires and the play was allowed 
to continue. He also made mention that the same thing 
had happened the previous day in another game when 
the ball had made contact with a boundary umpire. On 
that occasion, play too was allowed to continue with any 
stoppage.
Yet what many people don’t know is that Rule 12.1.3 in 
the AFL Laws of Australian Football says, “If the football 
touches an umpire or any official and does not pass over 
the goal or behind line, the football shall remain in play.”
While this situation does not happen often, it is seen 
occasionally in all levels of football. One occasion when 
this occurred was in 2013 in an AFL match between 
Fremantle and Richmond. Late in the last quarter, 
Richmond was in the lead when a ball kicked by one 
of their players bounced into the goal umpire who was 
straddling the goal line with his back up against the goal 
post. The ball may have been going through for a goal or 
it may have hit the post, but instead hit the goal umpire. 
History shows that the ball stopped just short of the 
score line before being taken through for a behind by a 
defender. Not long after, Fremantle were able to score the 
winning goal to notch up a controversial one point win. 
Interestingly, from that game, AFL goal umpires who 

were then instructed to straddle the line for a “perfect” 
view are now told that if there is a chance of being 
collected by the ball may stay slightly back from the 
scoring line.
Hopefully the umpires don’t get in the way of some great 
football this weekend.

Sunday June 15 at Avalon Airport Oval
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For the Under 10s players at the Deer Park Football 
Club, it was just a regular Friday night training session.
Puffed out and rosy cheeked, coach Justine Curatolo 
called the group in at the end of training, where they 
were unaware that they would be leaving with their very 
own brand new football-something which a number of 
them had never had before. 
With more than one third of the children’s families 
classified as low income earners, Footys4all Director 
Michael Gallus was more than happy to lend a helping 
hand.
“I speak as a representative of thousands of volunteers 
who believe in providing hope and a sporting opportunity 
to disadvantaged, underprivileged or socially displaced 
children to ensure all children have the same sporting 
opportunities that we have been so lucky to have in our 
everyday lives.”
Created over two years ago, the Footys4all Foundation 
is a not-for-profit organisation which aims at providing 
all children in need with sporting balls from different 
codes (basketball, tennis, rugby, AFL, soccer etc) with 
the hope that through the power of sport, children will 
feel like they can achieve anything.
Since its inception, the Foundation has distributed over 
8,000 balls to disadvantaged children across Australia 
as well as internationally, reaching out to countries such 
as Cambodia, India, Africa, Fiji, New Zealand and East 
Timor. 
Particularly in an era where football appears as more 
of a business model than a game, it can be difficult to 
comprehend the effect something as small as a new ball 
can have on a young child’s life.  
“The kids absolutely loved them,” under 10s coach 
Justine Curatolo said. 
“I bumped into one of the kids and his family at the 
local supermarket the next day and he had brought 
his football with him to the shops, which was really 
rewarding to see.” 
Relying on the help of public and corporate donations to 
remain in operation, the Footys4all Foundation Director 
knows all too well the power a football can have on a 
child, currently coaching the Under 10s Aberfeldie team 
in the Essendon District Football League.
“We set up this organisation because no one in the world 
is doing this, no one has tried to change kids’ lives on a 
global level through sport…which is slowly but surely 
happening,” Gallus said. 
“I’ve seen the power of sport and that if someone cares 

about you and gives you an opportunity, which we’re 
trying to do throughout the power of a new ball, great 
things can happen.”
Yet it is not simply the act of giving the footballs to the 
Under 10s players of Deer Park which was the most 
significant factor of this story, but the work behind the 
scenes which saw another WRFL club help raise the 
funds in which to do so. 
Through the help of fellow junior club, the PEGS Junior 
Football Club, Footys4all was able to raise enough 
funds to purchase 400 new footballs, enough for Deer 
Park’s Under 10s team and more. 
“The support from the PEGS Junior Football Club really 
demonstrates the good that is out there in the world,” 
Gallus said.
“We thank the 2013 PEGS Junior Football Club president 
Stephen O’Hare who along with 2014 president Mark 
Scathard saw the purchase of 400 Footys4all footballs 
which enabled the  Foundation to distribute the balls to 
the children of Deer Park’s under 10s team.”
With the impact giving out a ball can have on a child 
fast gaining momentum, the Foundation is getting that 
much closer to reaching its goal of providing every child 
across the world with a ball. 
“A simple $10 donation or ball purchase enables us to 
get a new ball of any code to kids in need across not only 
Australia, but throughout the world.
“We’re here to educate and teach people how to make 
the world a better place, and if we can do that through 
the delivery of balls to kids, then that’s what we’ll 
continue to do.”
