There are no excuses for being late.  Allow yourself sufficient travel time.  “Stuck in traffic” or “I couldn’t find the ground” are not excuses.  That is simply a sign of inadequate preparation.

For B, C & D grades after the game – stay as a team, enjoy a drink & something to eat and watch the A Grade game for at least a quarter.  However it is preferred that you stay for the entire game.

The Basics

On match day get the basics right.  Don’t forget your boots, socks, shorts and mouthguard.

Present yourself in the right condition to play your best footy. Players who show up not ready to play do nothing more than display a lack of commitment to their own game and a lack of respect for both the Club and their team mates.

Prepare yourself for the game in your own individual way but remember to be mindful of others in their preparation.

Support Your Mates

Match day is more than simply playing your game.  It’s also about supporting your mates and that support comes in the form of match day duties.  It doesn’t matter what grade you play, throughout the season you will be called upon to goal umpire, run the boundary, run water, man the canteen or assist with the timekeeping. 

If someone asks you to help out you do it!  If circumstances at the time mean that you can’t do it, then at least help out by finding someone else who can.  Don’t just shrug your shoulders and leave it up to others.  

The Club operates at its best when everybody does their bit!

Selection Guidelines for 2009 

In order of priority

1/
Players need to be a financial member of the UTS AFC for season 2009.

All players need to be have paid in full their subscriptions or have an financial arrangement in place approved by the Treasury by the Thursday night before Round 1 i.e. 02nd April 2009

2/
Players that attend training or can give good reason for not attending.

3/
Players who give club support e.g. are involved in game day duties.

4/
Rotation of playing group so that all registered players are given a game (Eg. Better or more experienced players will make way for others to try and give every player some game time)

Injury Management Policy
The Club has established an arrangement with Sydney Sportsmed to cover injury management in 2009. All injuries that require further treatment must be reported to Adriana Vucetic at Sydney Sportsmed. Adriana will then compile a weekly injury register and each Tuesday morning that list will be sent to the coaches to advise them of the Club’s injury situation. 

It is important that all players report injuries to Adriana. On the Monday following each game, Adriana will be available from 5:30 – 7:30pm at the Sydney Sportsmed practice to assess player injuries.

It is a requirement that all injured players attend at this time to allow Adriana to review the injury, advise on the required treatment and report back on the status of the injury to the coaching staff.   

The cost of these assessments is $20 and no appointment is necessary. 

If you have sought treatment earlier in the day please report that to Adriana via email at adriana@sydneysportsmed.com.au so that you can be added to the injury register.   

In your email describe the injury, its severity and the treatment that has been recommended. Whilst you’re free to seek such treatment, it is preferable that all treatment be conducted through Sydney Sportsmed to enable accurate records to be maintained
Respect

It is a privilege to play at this football club.  That privilege comes with a series of responsibilities and expectations that go with being a UTS Bats player, particularly after the game whilst socialising with team mates and the wider community.
