SAPSASA – Primary School Sport and Secondary School Sport SA (SSSSA) will select FOOTBALL (SOCCER) teams to compete in the Pacific School Games to be held in Adelaide from November 21 – 29, 2015. Applications are invited for coaches for the teams listed below. 
Team Officials will have costs of uniform, daily allowance and other approved costs met. Those teacher officials who are appointed from government schools will receive TRT replacement. Team Officials from non-government schools will need to make arrangements with the School Sport Managers for TRT replacement (at a rate not exceeding the current DECD allowance). Non teachers who are successful applicants will receive a daily allowance but will not be reimbursed for loss of wages. It should be noted that all sports will have at least one teacher involved with each of the teams. 

Details concerning Method of Application and Appointment

The following information is required:

1. The Cover Sheet fully completed including the endorsement of current principal (if applicable) and referees.

2. Two pages typed as follows:

· One page application that addresses the job and person specifications (max 500 words).

· One page curriculum vitae (CV) that shows experience (max 500 words).

3. There needs to be a separate application for each position applied for.

SELECTION PANELS

Panels will consist of 2 members approved by SAPSASA / SSSSA

· Merit Selection Processes consistent with DECD policy will be used.

· Referee checks will be made for short listed applicants, with further evidence possibly being sought from 
School Sport personnel or the State Sporting Association.

· Teachers applying for the positions must have their principal’s endorsement in writing.

· Selection panellists may not be an applicant for that position.

· Equal opportunity will be given to applicants from either the country or metropolitan areas and to state and private school personnel.

NB. All coaches will need to make themselves available for an induction/briefing/PD Session in late February or early March, 2015.

JOB DESCRIPTION

Coaches & managers are expected to work as a collaborative team.  The job description is a guide to the main duties and these are negotiated between each coach and manager.

Main Duties are to:

· To act as an ambassador for School Sport SA, DECD and the State Sporting Organisation.

· To be responsible for the care and welfare of the students and act in accordance with DECD policies such as risk management and child protection

· To manage and coordinate the selection of the team or to work in conjunction with a selection panel in the team selection.

· To establish and implement a training programme suitable for a team at this level and organise activities and venues for trials and practices.

· To communicate the training programme to the team’s members.

· To assist the Manager and the School Sport Unit with all arrangements 

· To attend all leadership and planning plus meetings and official functions at the Pacific School Games.

· To collaborate with the manager in producing a report at the conclusion of the championship.

PERSON DESCRIPTION

ESSENTIAL CHARACTERISTIC

Pre-requisite: DCSI Clearance to work with children

PERSONAL SKILLS AND ABILITIES

· High level interpersonal and communication skills, including appropriate conflict management and the ability to work cooperatively with other School Sport SA personnel, coaches and managers, parents and students.

· The ability to initiate, develop and implement selection and training procedures consistent with those outlined in SAPSASA / SSSSA policies.

· Coaching accreditation i.e. minimum equivalent to Level 1 “Sports Specific” with desirable equivalent to Level 2 “Sports Specific”. (Each sport uses a variety of terms to describe these levels) with demonstrated involvement in coaching school, district, state, interstate or community teams.
