Under 18 Boys & Girls: 1999 & 2000
1.
The Draw
a) Once the draw is published, no alterations will be made without the approval of the tournament committee.

b) There will be no refund of fees if a team withdraws after the draw is completed.

2.
Timing rules for ALL games
a) Each game will consist of 2 x 20 minute halves, with a 3 minute break at half time.

b) Clock stops in the last minute of 2nd half for all games.

c) Two time outs are permitted per half per team.

d) Time outs are permitted in the last minute of 2nd half (clock stops).

e) All games are to commence on time, one point will be deducted for every minute that a team is unable to take the court.

f) If a team is not ready to play 10 minutes after the scheduled starting time, that team forfeits the match.

g) No team shall take the court with less than 4 players.

h) Extra periods of play will only occur in finals.  An extra 5 minutes will be played if teams are drawn at the completion of the game. During this extra period the clock will stop on every whistle in the last minute of play and time outs.  1 time out per extra period per team.  A three minute break will occur before the commencement of this extra period.

i) If teams are still drawn after extra time a further 5 minutes will be played under the existing rules.

Finals Eligibility
a)  Players must play in two preliminary round games to qualify for finals.
b)  Any team that plays an ineligible player will be subject to a penalty of forfeiting all matches in which the player took part.

c) A player may only play in one team during the tournament.

Forfeit  -   0 points
a) Forfeits shall count as a 20 – 0 loss to the team forfeiting and a 20 – 0 win to the opposing team.

b) If two teams or more teams have the same number of ladder points, position on the ladder will be determined by percentage (%) of games played.

5.
General
a) Score sheets are to be completed 10 mins prior to game time.

Teams must supply a competent scorer/timekeeper.

b) Teams must supply their own warm-up ball.  The Referee’s will choose the match ball from the two warm-up balls.
c) 74cm (No. 6) basketball will be used for all girls competitions.

74cm (No. 6) basketball will be used in the Under 12 & 14 Boys competitions.

76cm (No. 7) basketball will be used in the Under 16 and 18 Boys competitions.
d) Under 12s use the 3.7 metre foul line.

e) All teams must be responsible for their own first aid.

f) Three-point line applies to Under 14 Boys and Girls, Under 16 Boys and Girls and Under 18 Boys and Girls.

g) Any dispute will be adjudicated upon by two members of the tournament committee, and any decision will be final.

h) All player declarations must be submitted to the office before the team’s first game.
i) Teams are permitted to name a maximum of 10 players

j)  Other than the above all games will be played under BVC rules.

Uniform
a) Each team will nominate their uniform colours on entry form.

b) Each team must have an alternate set of tops. 

NB. The second named team on the draw will be required to change uniform if there is a clash of colours.

c) Playing shoes MUST be carried into the stadiums at all times.
