It is great to see several other clubs across the AFL also 
put their hands up for women’s teams. 

The Western Bulldogs and Melbourne Football Clubs 
have been champions for women’s footy for many years. 

They have brought attention to the women’s game and 
have given hope to the thousands of young girls who 
dream of experiencing the same adrenalin rush the boys 
do when they play on the MCG. 

So the support of other AFL clubs in this exciting new 
venture is critical. 

There is no doubt next year is shaping up to be a 
landmark year for women’s football in this country. 

To see more women and girls playing footy on television, 
to see their pictures in the newspaper and to see stories 
on the web is only going to do good things. 

More clubs in the WRFL have expressed interest in 
having girl’s teams and now that an AFL women’s 
competition is a certainty, I am sure more WRFL clubs 
will field more Youth Girls and Senior teams in the future. 

Finally, I want to wish Keryk all the best for the future. 

I hope to see her running around on the MCG next year 
in the AFL women’s competition. 

I also hope to see some of the WRFL’s Youth Girls 
players follow in her footsteps and one day pull on an 
AFL jumper.

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A DREAM COME TRUE FOR MADELINE

MADELINE Keryk’s football journey began more 
than 10 years ago, when she began playing 
Auskick with her brothers in Aberfeldie. 

She played with the boys for as long as she was allowed 
to, before making the move to St Albans in the Western 
Region Football League. 

The 21-year-old had a successful stint with St Albans 
between 2010 and 2013. 

“We were in the grand final every year, we won three of 
the four premierships,” Keryk said. 

“I have some fond memories of my time with St Albans.” 

Keryk had an impressive junior career, one any footballer 
would dream of having. 

She captained Victoria at the National Under-18 Youth Girls 
Championships, was an All-Australian and donned the Big V 
in the Victorian schoolgirls’ team in 2010 and 2011.

“The challenge (of playing at a higher level), was good 
for my footy.” 

Keryk continued to let her football do the talking and 

before she knew it she found herself on an AFL list. 

Keryk was a Melbourne player in 2013, before the 
Western Bulldogs selected her in the draft. 

She has now been a part of the team from the west for 
the past two years and says being involved with an AFL 
club has been a dream come true. 

“It has been awesome,” Keryk said. 

“The Western Bulldogs have been really good to us, we 
have access to all of their facilities and they really make 
us feel included. 

“It was a pretty special feeling when I pulled on the AFL 
jumper for the first time. Growing up it was something I 
never thought I would be able to do.” 

With conversations about the women’s game becoming 
the norm and the introduction of the AFL women’s 
competition next season more girls will get the chance 
to experience the same feeling Keryk had when she ran 
onto the MCG for the first time. 

Keryk isn’t a jealous person, but she is jealous of the 
pathway young girls who aspire to play AFL will now have. 

“It is getting more common for girls to play footy,” Keryk said. 

“It is becoming more accepted at club level and in society. 

“If girls want to play footy that should be allowed to. 

“Football clubs are great places, you can have a lot of 
fun, make a lot of friends, it is a good way to keep fit and 
if you work hard there is a good chance you could make 
your way to the AFL.” 

Keryk said she was hopeful of being a part of the next 
year’s AFL competition. 

“I am just going to continue to work hard,” she said. 

Keryk was named in the Western Bulldogs’ squad for 
its clash with Western Australia at Etihad Stadium 
tomorrow. 

The match will kick-off at 12.30pm. Tickets can be 
purchased from Ticketmaster, with the ticket holder 
entitled to access both the Western Bulldogs’ women’s 
exhibition match and the Round 11 AFL clash.

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LAWS OF THE GAME

Last week’s question:

The ball is kicked into the forward pocket and the 
siren is heard by the controlling field umpire. It just 
so happened that Player A on the attacking team 
grabbed a clear mark as the siren sounded but before 
the field umpire could signal the end to the quarter. 
What happens next? 

The correct answer was (B) The field umpire signals 
the end of play. (See Law 10.4.2).

ONCE upon a time there was a very 
experienced WRFL goal umpire. When 
appointed to an Under-17 junior game he 
anticipated that it would be a walk in the 
park. But some of the events of the afternoon 
could not have been foretold. 

When he arrived at the ground there wasn’t a car spot 
to be found due to the football, soccer, tennis and a few 
other sports all crowded in the same location. 

Eventually he ditched the car and hiked to the clubrooms. 

He was greeted on the doorstep by his ‘fellow’ goalie: a 
14-year-old female wearing a t-shirt emblazed with the 
insignia of “The Wild Thing.” 

The change room was a short narrow corridor that 
led directly to the toilet for the away team with the 
occasional player edging their way through. 

Having two female umpires on the panel made the 
change room situation slightly awkward, but there 
was never any problem. Unfortunately there was no 
security at all. 

As usual the space for the umpires was cluttered with 
the usual paraphernalia: wooden bench, trolley, cricket 
catching cradle, broken chair, etc. 

The female goalie put on her leopard patterned shoes 
for the game, saying that her mum was buying her 
some black boots. 

One of the boundary umpires failed to show and so a 
dedicated dad ran one half of the ground and did a great job. 

At quarter time, one of the field umpires limped off, 
finished for the day. 

The other fieldie ran the game out by himself but got 
progressive slower as the match wore on. (It was his 
second game for the day and he had also run a game 
the day before.) 

During half-time the other goalie’s Mum actually 
appeared and swapped her daughter’s coloured shoes 
for a black pair. Yes, Mum had been out buying a pair, 
there and then. 

The experienced goalie had enjoyed the first half with 

not many scores 
against the wind 
but was kept busy 
after half-time.

For a set shot from 
only 15 metres out he positioned himself well back 
from the line ready to dart left or right if a poor kick was 
caught by the swirly breeze.

It was indeed a terrible kick that barely cleared the 
‘man’ on the mark and speared towards the defender 
standing near the goal line who was able to touch the 
ball as it careered through the goals. 

The question was, “did the player touch it before, on or 
over the line?” 

The experienced goalie wasn’t in position to tell for sure. 
He glanced to his right and met the gaze of the other 
14-year-old umpire on the panel. 

“It was touched,” the boundary umpire said confidently 
and ran to his position on the 50 metre line as the 
goalie signalled a behind. 

Twice when comparing scorecards at the end of 
quarters the goal umpires had different scores to each 
other, but a very reliable scoreboard next to the time 
keepers helped the flag wavers agree on the scores. 

Being one of the last to leave, the experienced goalie 
meandered across the empty playing fields to his lonely 
car parked a considerable distance away. Yes, it had 
been an interesting day.
