UMPIRES CORNER
THE CHANGING RULES OF AFL

The basic rules of our great game are primarily set in stone. However, after 
having said that, the AFL Rules Committee has suggested and introduced 
modifications and changes to the rules especially over the past six or seven 
years. Many followers of AFL are divided over the need or worth of these 
changes. 

Most of these changes have been implemented within the WRFL although the 
instructions from Mark Westgarth and his team may mean that the interpretation 
is slightly different. One aspect of AFL that will probably not be introduced into the 
WRFL in the near future is the Score Review System. Even so, some of the umpires 
will joke about this aspect while on the training track. 
The Score Review System at the AFL has, however, brought one of the lesser 
known rules within our game to the forefront. Rule 12.3 not only discusses goal 
umpires signalling a goal or a behind but it also mentions how a goalie goes about 
changing a decision.(Once upon a time this was called annulling the score.) In the 
first hundred years of football at the top level, goal umpires would have only 
changed their decisions very rarely. Under the Score Review System, every score is 
reviewed even if the officiating umpires do not see the need for a review. 
Occasionally, this means that goal umpires will need to change the previous score. 
When using the Score Review System, most of the time the goal umpire is asking 
for the score to be confirmed. It is only when a score has been signalled by hand 
and the flags waved, and found to be incorrect, that the score has to be annulled. 
When the decision has to be changed, then the goal umpire needs to stand in the 
centre of the goals and hold both flags above the head in a crossed position. Their 
partner down the other end needs to do the same. Then the new score is 
signalled and waved while the previous score is disregarded. 
With the number of young and inexperienced goal umpires in the WRFL 
increasing, the possibility of annulling the score multiplies. Hopefully, the goal 
umpires get the score right the first time and the need for changing the score is 
not required.
