Registration and Apparel amounts are due at our season opening registration day to be held:-

· Sunday September 20th from 1.00 – 3.00pm at the Mildura Basketball Stadium.
IMPORTANT:

To be considered as a player for a Junior Heat team; 
· All players MUST attend at least two of the three scheduled try-outs.  
· Our aim is for coaches to select in each age group, a Division 1 & 2 team.  
· Each team will consist of 8 to 9 players in Division 1; 
· 9 players in Division 2, 
· Possibility of a Division 3 team, where numbers permit in each age group and a suitable coach can be obtained.
SELECTIONS:

We wish to advise, the selection process is undertaken by our designated coaches for the season, and is conducted over the 3 tryout days, with the completion at a specific player selection meeting.  
Selections are based on many facets including; 
· their current ability, 
· individual basketball fundamentals 
· team skills, having regard for their future potential to represent the Association. 
· In selecting players, coaches take into consideration the character of the player and the player’s potential to contribute positively and effectively to the team.
