WARM-UP PROCEDURES

Pool Competition

Detailed below is the procedure for warm up during the warm up times prior to competition commencing, in addition to the procedures below be aware of announcements to determine lane usage throughout the meet, as usage may vary at the discretion of the Technical Manager and Meet Manager.

The following general pool procedures for the MAIN COMPETITION POOL must be observed throughout the meet:

· Lanes 1 & 8 for are reserved for dive sprints and walk backs. Swimmers must clear the lane immediately, and must use caution when doing Backstroke starts.

· Lane 2 for is reserved for 50 metre pace swimming one way.

· Lanes 3 – 7 are reserved throughout the whole of the warm up period as circle swimming lanes, ‘feet first entry’.
