Maryanne has plans to screen umpires and to help those who are wanting to develop in this area.
Debbie Julian suggested that teams provide own umpires for Primary and lower grade teams and with the help of Umpiring development team, they could then become part of a pool of umpires to help with the shortage of Umpires at present.
Primary to umpire their own games – depending on numbers we may need to have more to cover.

Wait and see who registers then go from there.

Mel Bint questioned if the games scheduled for the 1st Sat of the holidays be rescheduled for a midweek game before the holidays to stop teams defaulting for that holiday and the boarding girls not being held back a day at school unnecessarily. 
REGISTRATION FORMS – Due back to Administrator by 30 March 2007.
Registration forms were in information packs.  Team names and Grade they intend on playing in only are due on the above date.  
Names of Players will not be due until 25 April 2007.

ATHLETE DEVELOPMENT OFFICER  required for Secondary and Senior Grades.  Primary have an Officer already.

Stadium Fees – At present it will be $2 per week per player, management staff & supporters.
It is suggested that a stadium fee for the season be charged at $170 per team which will enable players to enter the Stadium with a season pass.  This will give each season pass holder entry to all club games held at the stadium.  (possibly 18 games). 
Prem 1 Wai Coll, Greytown, Carterton, Kuranui were in agreeance of this format.
