With the appointment of a Centre Manager in 2008, the majority of Buildings and Grounds daily decision making has been delegated to the Hamilton City Netball Office. The following key projects were approved by the Buildings and Grounds Committee this year:

1. Installation of new lighting columns on Courts 16 to 20

2. Resurfacing of Courts 16 to 20

3. Installation of new horns and cabling to all courts for the Public Address system

4. Installation of new drains for Courts 1 and 1A

The main challenge facing the facility in 2008 has been the deteriorating condition of Court 1 and to a lesser extent Court 1A.

A report from Bob Jones at the NZ Institute of Sports Turf Management has recommended the following course of action:

1. That additional subsoil drains be installed under Courts 1 and 1A

2. Courts 1 and 1A should be reconstructed if additional drains do not dry the subsoil adequately to enable a repair to the existing surface to be initiated.

Hamilton City Council have installed additional drains in June 2008 and are monitoring the water levels under Courts 1 and 1A. This process will conclude in December 2008.Based on these results, the next course of action will be determined in January 2009.

 It is anticipated that if the drains work, then the existing surface will be repaired in conjunction with Rebound Ace. Rebound Ace are the original installation company. If the drains do not dry the subsoil then the courts will have to be reconstructed. 

Building and Grounds Committee members take this opportunity to offer sincere appreciation to Mr Bill Featherstone and members of the Hamilton City Council Community Services group for the efforts they make to understand the needs of our sport and assist with the on-going development of a complex which caters for the recreational needs of so many people in the Hamilton community.  For our Hamilton City Council Groundsman, Jim Swarbrick, we record special thanks.  Jim goes out of his way to ensure that the entire Minogue Park Netball Complex is maintained to a very high standard and his willing efforts are greatly appreciated by all at the Hamilton City Netball Centre.
