Any Other Business:

Membership: Ron Stranks, Life Member, asked about our present number of members, comparing it with the 750+ members in the early days, and also what is happening in terms of publicity.
Kay Coady said that our numbers have remained stable, mainly due to the Sunday night social where we are referring enquiries and encouraging new members to the extent that we have two new teams in G3 and 4 next season, and new No 1 players in G1. Kay said that we were the only Association in BV not dropping numbers and that DVBA is one of the top four or five associations in Victoria which she thought was excellent given that we are a completely volunteer based Association.
Michelle Rowsell, our Publicity Officer on the committee, told Ron other ways DVBA have been endeavouring to increase numbers. Michelle has been putting ads in the “What’s On” sections of the local newspapers although the newspapers do not follow up on suggestions for articles about Diamond Valley. She has also been distributing our Junior flyer in local schools but we are competing with other sports of interest to children.
DVBA were involved with promoting badminton at the local Eltham Town Fair in another effort to increase our numbers. Jonathan said that although on the day we had a limited result, it was a useful exercise to see how this sort of activity works and knowing what to expect in the future. He thought it was worth continuing this kind of promotion.

Mark said that we have continued to promote DVBA through our website and on facebook.In the future we may need strategies to change the format of our competition nights to suit changes in social structure. Eg quicker playing times.
Michelle said that one of our main problems was a lack of venues in the area. DVBA have tried to address the problem this year with Jack O’Donnell writing to Banyule Council and complaining about the lack of badminton facilities in the Shire, especially as we cannot use MacLeod Netball stadium.

Juniors: Peter Armstrong said that we have been developing Juniors this year which we see as a long term commitment.

Mark gave a big thank you to Helena Seah for all her hard work this term with the Juniors, who started coaching the Juniors mid year as BNJ disbanded and DVBA took over responsibility. Helena is unable to continue next year due to work commitments.
Badminton Grand Prix: Kay said that BV is running a bigger Grand Prix next year at MSAC and encouraged participation by our members by volunteering or attending. She said it was four months away from the Commonwealth Games so the standard should be excellent.
